A STORMIN ATEACUP

Let an air of activism invade your gathering.

Don't be afraid to challenge people’s
perceptions and stir their emotions.
Helping Christians can be dangerous; our
co-workers take great risks to support the
children of the persecuted church.

STIRRING UP SUPPORT

Use your tea party as a way of building

a network of support for Open Doors.
Encourage those who come to get more
involved by filling in the Secret Children
leaflet response form. If they leave them
with you, you can send them on in bulk!

MONEY MAKES A DIFFERENCE

HIGH TEA?

Be sure to make your tea party fun and
friendly. Facing persecution is a difficult and
serious topic, but people are more likely

to lend valuable support when they feel
real friendship and common ground with
people in need.

And remember
SAY THANKYOU

Do what you can to follow up after the
party. Send people reminders to pray,
perhaps even by text or email, and set up
reminders for yourself.

YOU CAN ONLY ASK

Consider asking friends at the party to hold
their own Great Big Tea Party, or to tick the
box on the leaflet to ask for details of how
they could give regularly to keep a stream
of support reaching children over the
longer term.
